SCHOLARSHIP RULES, LIMITATIONS AND DISCLAIMERS:

The Tat Days Scholarship Committee is appointed on an annual basis by the President of the Guild. The Committee will be composed of at least two members in good standing (defined as regular participation and paid dues).

All information submitted on applications will be kept confidential and used for the sole purpose of determining awards by the PTG Scholarship Committee.

Tat Days Scholarships are awarded based on information submitted on the application form and the requested essay.

Each application is considered independently and objectively by the Committee. All decisions are final for the specified Tat Days.

The completed and signed application with essay attached, will be submitted to the PTG Tat Days Scholarship Committee, PO Box 1597, Lexington, SC 29071 USA.

Scholarships are awarded for each PTG Tat Days. The awards are available for the specified Tat Days only. The number and dollar amounts of the scholarships are based on available funds. Fees may include registration, housing and meals. (Fees for spouse/significant other are not included in scholarship. This includes, but is not limited to: registration, housing and meals.) The Silent Auction at Tat Days, fundraisers, and donations support the scholarship fund.

In the event that scholarships are not requested or awarded, the funds will be maintained for the following Tat Days event.

In applying for a scholarship I understand that commemorative items (for example: t-shirts, shuttles, pattern CD’s, etc.) are not included (for myself or my significant other). Purchase of these items is optional and will be the registrant’s responsibility. Travel expenses are not covered by scholarship awards.

The application must be received no later than 30 days prior to the event at the Guild post office box (address above).

Scholarship recipients will be notified of award status at least 15 days prior to the event.
